Comments/Suggestions:

The 
change from condiments in packets to bulk condiments made the event almost zero-
waste.  

Opportunities for Improvement: 

While the Community Picnic did encourage busing, carpooling, and biking to the event, 
there was no visible education on what the event was doing to meet the ZGreen event 
standards. Educating attendees is required and ZGreen encourages organizers to do 
more in this category next year. Also, the City’s Special Events and Parks Departments 
should consider making this a zero-waste event since so much work has been done to 
reduce the waste it produces and the garbage cans were barely used. This can be 
accomplished by evaluating all food and giveaway items prior to the event to ensure 
that all things will be either compostable or recyclable. ZGreen can help with this. We’re 
very proud of the work the City’s Special Events Department and partners did to make 
this year’s Community Picnic the greenest yet!
